In partnership with the United Methodist Committee on Relief 
(UMCOR), we have been an important continuing presence 
through reconstruction in Biloxi, Miss. and after the flooding in 
Iowa. Closer to home, we have responded to floods in Walton, 
NY, and when the Seymour UMC was damaged by fire.
